• The base stone of  President Hotel was set in 1928 by decision of the Czech Association of Engineers and Architects 
(SIA) to build up a representative seat of their organisation. In 1978, the attractive place next to SIA building was 
chosen for the imposing project of a hotel. Immediately after it was finished, the hotel, in that time called Budovatel, 
was joined with the original SIA building. In 1984, the building was rebuilt in the so-called monolitic style. In 2002, 
during the destructive floods President Hotel was heavily affected and had to be closed. The refurbishment started on 
1st of August, 2003 and was completed on 6th of August, 2004.
